1. Agree  Using targets can help map out a time line with curriculum.

2. Disagree There are six kinds of learning targets that teachers should address when teaching, learning and assessing. There are five kinds of learning targets.
3. Disagree Making a desk is an example of a product target. Making a desk is an example of a task that is not a target.  The target would be skillful use of machinery, knowing how to join pieces of wood and how to finish surfaces. The desk is the artifact.
4. Agree The majority of learning targets in curriculum documents today fall into the reasoning category.

5. Agree The word understands is a key word that implies recall and can be associated with a Knowledge Target.

6. Agree Targets that represent important affective goals, such as music is worth studying, are called Dispositional Targets.

7. Disagree Reads aloud with fluency is an example of a product target. Reads  aloud with fluency is an example of a Skills Target.

14. Disagree Most curricular documents begin with smaller units of learning and move into broad goals.  Most curricular documents  begin with broad goals and then progress to smaller units of learning.
15.   Agree The phrase “in a curriculum vacuum,” refers to the pre-occupation with content that textbooks have fostered.

16. Agree Will drive a car” is a skill level learning target that requires knowledge and reasoning underpinnings.

17. Disagree The process of deconstructing standards is best done individually first and then with colleagues.   Perhaps the most powerful benefit to teachers of having an agreed curriculum and teaching to it is the common ground it offers in working with others.  The most enormous but peculiarly unsung benefit of common standards is that  they provide a rich common context essential to focused,  productive  teacher collaboration. (Fullan,  2000; Sparks 1998.)
18. Disagree Playing the game “Twenty Questions” is an example of knowledge application.  It is an example of a classifying/reasoning target.
19. Agree Parents should be involved in the deconstruction of standards.
