· Passed by the Kentucky General Assembly in the 2009 Session

· Initiated first major reform in 20 years – since KERA (teacher quality and student assessment & achievement)

· Reference “Assessment Literacy and SB 1” Handout

Required schools to have a “balanced assessment” plan-

   -Formative, interim, summative assessments

· Changed from exclusive school emphasis to focus both on school and student

· Required a revision of the academic content standards to be based on national and international benchmarks  (Common Core Standards)
· Revised the assessment and accountability system for P-12 education in Kentucky

Addresses many areas—

  -what will be tested, 

  -how subjects will be tested, (beginning 2011-2012 school year) 

  -when tests will be given, 

  -what should comprise the public school accountability system, 

  -Program Reviews and more

· Mandates that KDE shall establish, direct and maintain a statewide program of professional development to improve instruction in the public schools (Networks) and to assist local districts and schools in understanding what a balanced assessment system 
· Requires KDE to disseminate Content Standards to schools and teacher prep programs

· Provides for  the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) and the Kentucky Board of Education (KBE) to partner with the Education Professional Standards Board  (EPSB) and the Council on Postsecondary Education (CPE)to achieve a strong, effective system of assessment and accountability
