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After reading the handout silently, identify one point from each section and complete the columns. Next, work in small groups (determined by the participants) and come to consensus on at least one important issue that your school could address this year. Record your group’s ideas on a wall chart created for the entire faculty.  Once all groups have added information to the chart, the entire faculty will come to consensus on what points can be addressed this school year. Share strategies/resources, etc.  This can become a part of your CSIP, Literacy Plan, etc.
