	Content
	· Addresses substantive content in the study of subject or discipline, requires students to delve deeply into content.

· Engages students in a range of thinking skills and requires them to demonstrate a range of critical thinking skills.

· Involves a question that drives critical thinking in response to reading and is at an appropriate level of specificity (when applicable).

· Addresses topic, concept, issue or idea.

· Is the question focused, but inclusive enough to engage in critical analysis and foster student growth?

· Is the question debatable?  Does it allow for a variety of responses?

· Does the template task fit the content?  Would another template fit better?

· Does the task fit state standards and fit logically in the curriculum?
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Texts
	· Is (are) intellectually challenging but accessible to all students.

· Is (are) sufficiently challenging so that students apply literacy skills to comprehend and analyze content.

· Provide/s opportunity for deep learning and 

· Supports development of the product.

· Does the task specify the texts students will read to answer the question and meet task requirements?

· Are the texts the appropriate length and text complexity to allow students’ focused reading and careful analysis?

· Does/Do the text(s) provide students with more than one perspective/source of information?

	Student Product
	· Is multi-paragraph and appropriate composition (e.g. essay) for content and challenge.
· Provides sufficient opportunity for students of all races, ethnicity, gender, or socio-economic background to demonstrate their achievement.  

· Fits rhetorical mode. 

· Is sufficiently challenging.

· Does the task require sustained writing and effective use of ideas and evidence from the selected texts?

· Does the product students will write allow them to develop arguments and answer the question?
· Does the task give students logical, real-world options that resemble the writing or thinking students will do in their adult lives?
· Does the task allow a choice between multiple perspectives for the argument and is there sufficient information the text(s) to support those arguments?
· Will the students need more background knowledge than the selected texts provide for them to meet the demands of the tasks?  Can the background knowledge be provided in the context of the timeline or the larger unit?
· Will students need too many details to meet task requirements (Is the task too complex for 2-4 weeks?)
